Dear Families,

I hope you are all adjusting to your new normal of “ New York Pause” while learning and
working from home.

We learned last night that one of our employees tested positive for COVID-19. The last day that
this employee was in the building was Friday, March 13. The next day, Saturday, March 14, this
employee showed the first symptom of a headache. The second symptom of a sore throat started
on Wednesday, March 18. On the same day, March 18, the employee went to the doctor and had
a COVID-19 test done. The test results came back yesterday, March 22.

Individuals who had direct contact with this employee were called and informed.

To get the best guidance on medical decisions, please contact the New York City Department of
Health. They will prioritize testing for COVID-19 by age, underlying conditions and where you
work. They may ask you questions like:

1) Have you or your child been in contact with someone who has already tested positive?
2) What are your symptoms/ your child’s symptoms?

3) What is your full name, address, county of residence, email, and cell number?

4) Do you have any prior medical conditions/ your child’s prior medical conditions?

5) What is your contact with nursing homes?

6) Are you a State employee?

4) Tiene alguna condicién médica previa o las condiciones médicas previas de su hijo?
5) Cuadl es su contacto con residencias de ancianos?

6) Es usted un empleado del Estado?
